Ход урока
Teacher: Good morning, boys and girls. I am glad to see. Today we will speak about English, Russian and Mari writers. In our last lessons we learnt about some great writers. And I would like to begin our lesson with English literature. Can you tell me English and American writes.

Pupils: …
Teacher: Good of you. You  know many English and American writes. May be somebody can tell us who wrote the book “The adventures of Tom Sawer”. And what is this story about?
Pupil:  Mark Twain wrote “The adventures of Tom Sawer” and this story is about the adventures of an American boy from a little town on the Mississippi river is told with humour. Living with Tom , who is the main character of the book, is never boring. Something is always happening to him. One day he gets punished at school and next day he looks for treasure. He falls in love, gets lost and risks his life, but he never gives up.

Teacher: Thank you very much. Everybody has his favourite  writer. And what about you, Ann.

Pupil: My favorite writer is William Shakespeare. William Shakespeare was born
on the 23rd of April in 1564 in Stratford-upon-Avon. His mother was the daughter of a farmer. His father was a glove-maker. William went to a grammar school in Stratford and had quite a good education. There he learned to love reading. While still a teenager, William married Anne Hathaway, a farmer's daughter some years older than himself. He had  three children: Susannah, the eldest, then twins – a son, Hamnet (not Hamlet), and another girl, Judith.

        In 1587 Shakespeare went to work in London, leaving Anne and the children at home. We don't know exactly why he did it. Some people say that the reason was his love of poetry and theatre. 

      In London Shakespeare began to act and to write plays and soon became an important member of a well-known acting company. Most of his plays were performed in the new Globe Theatre built on the bank of the Thames River. In 1613 he stopped writing and went to live in Stratford where he died in 1616. Four hundred years later his plays are still acted not only in England but in the whole world. 

William Shakespeare is the great English dramatist and poet, one of the most famous playwrights of the world, the author of 17 comedies, 10 Chronicles, 11 tragedies, many poems, and five cycles of the 154 sonnets. And I like his words: “We know what we are, but don’t know what we may become.”

Teacher: Thank you Ann. Who can remember William Shakespeare’s sonnet?

Pupil: …
Teacher:  Thank you. And now let’s speak about Russian writers. Can you tell me writers of the Golden Age.

Pupils: A.Pushkin, M.Lermontov and many others.

Teacher: Good of you. But do you know the writers of the Silver Age?

Pupils: A.Akhmatova,  A.Block, M.Tsvetaeva, S.Esenin, N.Gumilyov, V.Mayakovsky and others.

Teacher: Alina , what is your favourite  writer?
Pupils: …
Teacher: Thank you. You know many Russian writers well. But we live in the Republic of Mari El.  And I want to ask you: “Who knows Mari literature?  What Mari writers do you know?

Pupils: Y.Chavain, M.Shketan, M.Kazakov and others.

Teacher: Today we will speak about one of the great writers of Mari literature. He is Yakov Pavlovich Mayorov-Shketan.
Pupils: I was born on the 17th of October, 1898 in the village Staroye Kresheno in Mari ASSR, Orshanka district, into a peasant family. In 1910 – 1912 I  studied at the Ernur two-year college. Then I did not have to learn, and I lived for several years in my native village. I helped my father at the farm, gave all my spare time reading books, especially I fond of Russian classics. 
In early 1917 I was drafted into the imperial army and sent to the front. Returning home in 1918, I worked in various Soviet institutions, I was a secretary and later a head of the county department Yaransk nationalities. 
In the autumn of 1921 I moved to Krasnokokshaysk (now Yoshkar-Ola), where I was an employee of the regional land management. Soon I came to the newspaper «Yoshkar ketche», where I worked with a few interruptions until 1929. There I was a literature worker, a secretary, and even an editor. 
In the mid-20-s a lot of my energy and labor was given to the development of theatrical art. I participated in the Mari Drama Theatre not only as a playwright, but also as an actor and  a director. In a number of performances staged in my plays by me, I played the main role.
I was in love with a beautiful girl, Marina. But we couldn’t be together. 
In 1924 I created a family. My wife Tatiana Bohatyryova was born in 1902 into a peasant family from the village Kyordy. Unfortunately she died in 1943. We had two children Shemer (born 1925) and Novomir (born 1933). Shemer died in 1944 at the front. Novomir studied inYoshkar-Ola in the pedagogical college and later he worked for a long time at school. He died in 2000. 

Teacher: Good of you! And what about his literary work we will learn from Darya.

Pupil: He began literary work in 1919. The first known his work was a play «Superfluous», which was put in a manuscript by the drama of rural, but it has been lost nowadays. Then plays «Spring won», «Bad», «Oh, parents !..», « Krivonos bast» and others were written.

In 1924 in Moscow He published the first book. This was a separate edition of the story of  «God, sin»,  which based on real events. In 1922 he created drama «Sardai» where depicted the life of ethnic minority villages in the transition to the NEP.
The writer created thirteen plays. Most of them were included in the repertoire. Most happy fate befell the drama «Oh, parents !..». Posed by the author on stage Mari Drama Theatre in 1923, it still remains in his repertoire.

In the early 30-s M. Shketan wrote the novel «Erenger». Then the writer creates a number of stories, such as «Life is Calling», «Watchman Gate», «The Road», «Karpush», «On the Kokshaga’s Beach» and others. Only in his 20-s he published in the periodical press 300 articles, sketches and correspondence, about 80 feature articles.

Besides engaged in translation work. In 1931, the novel by Serafimovich «Iron Flow» was published in his translation.

Teacher: Mayorov-Shketan wrote many stories. And the story «The calendar» we want to show you.

Pupils: 
— I have also bought this calendar. I lost 300 rubles for the calendar.
— What's happened?
— I'll tell you, but you must promise me that you will not laugh.
— I promise! I will not laugh!
— Every year I buy a tear-off calendar. Calendar is very necessary to me. In the midst of seasonal work, you can lose track of time. This year was no exception. I bought a tear-off calendar  of Mari publisher at the insistence of my  wife. Although I liked more calendars of Russian publishers.
From the first day the calendar gave me only troubles. I decided to nail for the calendar, but on hand was only a very large hammer with a large nail. After the first blow, a wardrobe, which stood near the wall fell. All the crockery  was broken. I had to buy everything over again. After that, I couldn’t look at the calendar. But then I began to use it. Summer was finished. It was autumn. Terrible was  happened on October 14. In the morning, I as usual tore a piece of calendar. But  I could not believe my eyes. It was  September 14. I've been thinking, but then I decided that it was a mistake of a publisher. October 20 I had to go to court .You know, I would like to return  my money (200 rubles) from my neighbours. And I didn’t note that 20 September-October, I have to go to court.
There was a number 20. My wife went to visit her sister. I started thinking about the trial. I went to the calendar and saw the next sheet. I could not believe my eyes: tomorrow would be October 20. Then it was more interesting the day after tomorrow would be  September 21! I was horrified. I decided that maybe I forgot to tear off a piece of the calendar. Then I decided to go to my neighbour  and find out the date. The neighbour confirmed to me that today was the 19th of October. Of course I was glad and went home.
— When  was the Court?
— The Court was 20 September-October. My neighbor forgot to tear off a piece of the calendar, and I strongly doubt on the calendar. As a result, it was discontinued. And I lost my 200 rubles.
He pulls out a calendar and shows.
— Check it out! What's the confusion. Today is September 27, tomorrow will be September 30. People are not doing their job properly.
Teacher:  Thank you very much. We also can find many interesting places about Shketan. Yulya will tell about it.
Pupil: The name of Mari literature classics is connected with the Mari National Drama Theatre (in 1948 to celebrate the 50th anniversary of the writer's theater was named after Shketan), the cinema theater in Orshanka (built in July 1977) also was named after him. As well as the collective farm, where he was born in the last years of life work of a writer, the Velikopolye secondary school and streets in cities and regional centers of the Republic of Mari El.
In the center of the village square is named after Shketan too. The monument of Shketan was placed at the entrance to the park. And at last the State Prize of the Republic of Mari El in the Theatrical Arts also was named after Shketan. 

In October 1992, the house-museum of Shketan was created in the village Staroye Kresheno. It is not only a literary museum. Here you can see personal things belonging to the writer and also some household used in that time. The building was built in 1991. The facade is stored in its original form. The interior is recreated according to the recollections of relatives and fellow villagers of the writer, corresponds to the period of life master in his house.
The exhibit material consists of books, M. Shketan’s lifetime editions, as well as subsequent years. Copies of documents relating to the period of the writer's working at the department of the National Yaransk County, Vyatka province, his working in the newspaper «Yoshkar ketche» (“Red Sun”). There are copies of letters and correspondence, several sheets of manuscript relating his life, materials about the history of the village.

Teacher: What can you say about  Yakov Pavlovich Mayorov-Shketan?
 Pupil:  Shketan is the Mari classics literature, a popular writer. He was a novelist and a playwright,  an actor and a director, a journalist, an active philanthropist, he even tried his hand in poetry. In the multifaceted creativity of the writer-nugget, as in a mirror, fundamental shifts in the life of the Mari people reflect that have taken place after the Great October Socialist Revolution.

Teacher:  Today we spoke about the great writers. Please tell me who are they. Good of you.  
The lesson is over. Good bye.
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
